
Subject: Request for Support – EMS Week Blood Drive
Dear [ACEP Chapter President’s Name],
As you know, hemorrhage remains the leading cause of death among trauma patients in the United States, with nearly half of trauma-related fatalities occurring in the prehospital setting. Extensive research from both military and civilian sectors has demonstrated the benefits of prehospital blood administration over crystalloid infusion alone, which has been associated with poor hemodynamics, increased risk of anemia, coagulopathy and ARDS. These findings have driven EMS agencies to advocate for prehospital blood administration, not only for trauma patients but also for other critical conditions such as postpartum hemorrhage and gastrointestinal bleeding.
[bookmark: _heading=h.19alle8bpf2i]To advance this effort, co-organizers of EMS Week - the American College of Emergency Physicians (ACEP) and the National Association of Emergency Medical Technicians (NAEMT) - are promoting EMS-agency hosted blood drives during EMS Week. This initiative aims to raise awareness of the importance of prehospital blood administration while bolstering our nation’s blood supply.
